Bass Sectional Notes

There have been a couple of questions regarding the words, we are singing what is written on the music!
Please sure and emphasize the Bass echoes

Meas 23, third note on “well” is a ½ step above the first word “fair” and the last word “to”
Meas 31, similar to Meas 23 (the notes are different!), third note on “til” is a ½ step above the first word “Un” and the last word “we”
Meas 44, First word “howl” stay on the top side of the “G”, we tend to be under the pitch and we are on an octave with the Tenors, so we must lock this!
Meas 52, First word “Do” stay on the top side of this “G” as well, we tend to sing under. We are not on an octave with anyone.

Meas 52-53, Please practice the page turn, this is still a little weak for those still on the music.

M49-50, Basses have a different rhythm than the rest of the chorus, which is sung correctly on the learning track. Words are "pledge our" both 1/4 notes. The rest of the chorus sings "our" AFTER us

Meas 75, Be sure and hold the first word  “count” 2 beats. Baris and basses move on the third beat, Leads and tenors move first.

Bass Melody, let's own this, Meas 82-86, be sure you don't breathe before the pick up, "that the"

M87, key change between Army and Air Force, we are consistently under the pitch on the word "off", in the phrase "off we go". Get on top of this note

Meas 91 & 107, be sure you feel the pulse as we move to the second note, words “climb” & “off” respectively

Meas 98-99, NO breath AND work on these notes!!
Meas 106-107 NO breath
Meas 103 "down" some of us are staying above the correct note, please use the learning CD to reinforce
Meas 115-117, be sure and sing this lightly, don’t put a lot of weight in the sound.

M120 and 122 in the tag, make sure you sing "station" and "nation" not "stationnnnn" and "nationnnnn". A lot of us are going to the "n" to quickly. Stay open on the vowel
Tag, please EVERYONE (even those that are off the spots), review the tag, sing it against the tape and reinforce the notes. This section continues to be troublesome.
