Unchained Melody (also occurs a lot in Just the Way You Look Tonight) "your", rhymes with "sewer", do not put the "R" on until the very end, we tend to migrate to the "R" very early, stay on the vowel

How many times does "your" or "you're" occur for the basses in:

Unchained Melody?                                            (9)

Just The Way You Look Tonight?                               (8)

This is pretty significant!!!

BONUS: we need to drop our jaw and create more space to sing the correct vowel on "Love" If you don't drop your jaw, it migrates the vowel!

Meas 17, be sure and lift on "need" don't be under the pitch

Meas 35-36, don't breathe before "wait for me" we have a rest to breathe after the second one, phrase is "wait for me, wait for me"

Meas 36-37, "wait for me"  "I'll be coming home" transition to a 1/2 time feel, leads have the pick up on "I'll" then we sing "I'll"

Meas 40, We sing "Oh" pick up with leads and then sing doo's not the words

Meas 40, no breath before "oh", this is the pickup we sing with the leads. Phrase is "coming home, wait for me, Oh"

Meas 54-55 "I need your love" don't go under the pitch on "need", stay on top of that one, it is doe

Meas 59, stay on top of "Love" use lots of air and support to support higher notes
